).

Col 1:22
).

B. If Jesus had been only a mere man there wouldn't have been a reason to draw attention to His bodily existence.
II. Did God Just Wear a Human Body Like a Suite of Clothes?
A. No. He was a total human being experiencing everything you experience.
Jesus suffered when He was tempted (
Heb 2:18
).
Jesus was tempted but didn't sin (
Heb 4:15
).
Jesus had human weaknesses (
Heb 5:2
).
Jesus' prayers were heard because of His submission (
Heb 5:7
).
Jesus learned obedience from what He suffered (
Heb 5:8
).
B. The Lord's human life is the ultimate human success story; He lived a sinless life with all the weaknesses you have!
ΙIΙ. How Does Lord Jesus Being God Affect My Life?

It shows you how God expects you to live by giving you an example.
It should compel you to come to church every Sunday to worship & adore the One who loved you enough to create you, to provide for you & to die for you!
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
