The Second Coming of Christ

The following additional passages have been regarded by many as applying to the Lord’s Second
Coming. This is not an exhaustive list and some of them may not seem appropriate to some of you.

Reward Godly Behavior Matthew 16:27 - For the Son of Man is going to come in his Father’s glory with
his angels, and then he will reward each person according to what he has done.

Everyone May Be Judged Matthew 25:31-46 - And he will send his angels with a loud trumpet call, and
they will gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of the heavens to the other. All the nations
will be gathered before him, and he will separate the people one from another as a shepherd separates
the sheep from the goats. He will put the sheep on his right and the goats on his left. “Then the King will
say to those on his right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by my Father; take your inheritance, the kingdom
prepared for you since the creation of the world. For | was hungry and you gave me something to eat, |
was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, | was a stranger and you invited me in, | needed clothes
and you clothed me, | was sick and you looked after me, | was in prison and you came to visit me.” “Then
the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you
something to drink? When did we see you a stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe
you? When did we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?’ “The King will reply, ‘I tell you the truth,
whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.” “Then he will say to
those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and
his angels. For | was hungry and you gave me nothing to eat, | was thirsty and you gave me nothing to
drink, | was a stranger and you did not invite me in, | needed clothes and you did not clothe me, | was
sick and in prison and you did not look after me.” “They also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you
hungry or thirsty or a stranger or needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?’ “He will
reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me.’
“Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.

Christ’s return will be unmistakable Mark 13:26-27 - “At that time men will see the Son of Man coming
in clouds with great power and glory. And he will send his angels and gather his elect from the four
winds, from the ends of the earth to the ends of the heavens.

Nobody Knows When Mark 13:32 - “No one knows about that day or hour, not even the angels in
heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father. Be on guard! Be alert! You do not know when that time will
come.

Christ’s return will be joyous for those who are ready Luke 12:35-40 - “Be dressed ready for service
and keep your lamps burning, like men waiting for their master to return from a wedding banquet, so
that when he comes and knocks they can immediately open the door for him. It will be good for those
servants whose master finds them watching when he comes. | tell you the truth, he will dress himself to
serve, will have them recline at the table and will come and wait on them. It will be good for those
servants whose master finds them ready, even if he comes in the second or third watch of the night. But



understand this: If the owner of the house had known at what hour the thief was coming, he would not
have let his house be broken into. You also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour
when you do not expect him.”

The Trustworthy Will Be Included Luke 12:42-46 - The Lord answered, “Who then is the faithful and
wise manager, whom the master puts in charge of his servants to give them their food allowance at the
proper time? It will be good for that servant whom the master finds doing so when he returns. | tell you
the truth, he will put him in charge of all his possessions. But suppose the servant says to himself, ‘My
master is taking a long time in coming,” and he then begins to beat the menservants and maidservants
and to eat and drink and get drunk. The master of that servant will come on a day when he does not
expect him and at an hour he is not aware of. He will cut him to pieces and assign him a place with the
unbelievers.

Some Signs of the Time Luke 21:25-28 - “There will be signs in the sun, moon and stars. On the earth,
nations will be in anguish and perplexity at the roaring and tossing of the sea. Men will faint from terror,
apprehensive of what is coming on the world, for the heavenly bodies will be shaken. At that time they
will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud with power and great glory. When these things begin to take
place, stand up and lift up your heads, because your redemption is drawing near.”

The Second Coming will be a time of judgment on unbelievers John 12:37-50 - Even after Jesus had
done all these miraculous signs in their presence, they still would not believe in him. This was to fulfill
the word of Isaiah the prophet: “Lord, who has believed our message and to whom has the arm of the
Lord been revealed?” For this reason they could not believe, because, as Isaiah says elsewhere: “He has
blinded their eyes and deadened their hearts, so they can neither see with their eyes, nor understand
with their hearts, nor turn — and | would heal them.” Isaiah said this because he saw Jesus’ glory and
spoke about him. Yet at the same time many even among the leaders believed in him. But because of
the Pharisees they would not confess their faith for fear they would be put out of the synagogue; for
they loved praise from men more than praise from God. Then Jesus cried out, “When a man believes in
me, he does not believe in me only, but in the one who sent me. When he looks at me, he sees the one
who sent me. | have come into the world as a light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in
darkness. “As for the person who hears my words but does not keep them, | do not judge him. For | did
not come to judge the world, but to save it. There is a judge for the one who rejects me and does not
accept my words; that very word which | spoke will condemn him at the last day. For | did not speak of
my own accord, but the Father who sent me commanded me what to say and how to say it. | know that
his command leads to eternal life. So whatever | say is just what the Father has told me to say.”

At Christ’s second coming we will be with him forever John 14:1-3 - Do not let your hearts be troubled.
Trust in God; trust also in me. In my Father’s house are many roomes; if it were not so, | would have told
you. | am going there to prepare a place for you. And if | go and prepare a place for you, | will come back
and take you to be with me that you also may be where | am.

The promise of Christ’s return Acts 1:10-11 - They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going,
when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. “Men of Galilee,” they said, “why do you



stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into heaven, will come
back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven.”

Believers will be resurrected and given glorious bodies 1 Corinthians 15:51-57 - Listen, | tell you a
mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed — in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the
last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed.
For the perishable must clothe itself with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality. When the
perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality, then the saying
that is written will come true: “Death has been swallowed up in victory.” “Where, O death, is your
victory? Where, O death, is your sting?” The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But
thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

Those who have previously died will be included | Thessalonians 4:13-5:4 - Brothers, we do not want
you to be ignorant about those who fall asleep, or to grieve like the rest of men, who have no hope. We
believe that Jesus died and rose again and so we believe that God will bring with Jesus those who have
fallen asleep in him. According to the Lord’s own word, we tell you that we who are still alive, who are
left till the coming of the Lord, will certainly not precede those who have fallen asleep. Christ’s return
will be visible and glorious For the Lord himself will come down from heaven, with a loud command,
with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first. At
Christ’s return, Christians who are dead and alive will rise to meet him After that, we who are still alive
and are left will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And so we
will be with the Lord forever. Therefore encourage each other with these words . . . Now, brothers,
about times and dates we do not need to write to you, for you know very well that the day of the Lord
will come like a thief in the night. While people are saying, “Peace and safety,” destruction will come on
them suddenly, as labor pains on a pregnant woman, and they will not escape. But you, brothers, are
not in darkness so that this day should surprise you like a thief.

Evil Will Be Exposed Il Thessalonians 2:1 & 8-10 - Concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and
our being gathered to him . . . And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord Jesus will
overthrow with the breath of his mouth and destroy by the splendor of his coming. The coming of the
lawless one will be in accordance with the work of Satan displayed in all kinds of counterfeit miracles,
signs and wonders, and in every sort of evil that deceives those who are perishing.

Lord Jesus Will Be the Leader Hebrews 9:28 - so Christ was sacrificed once to take away the sins of
many people; and he will appear a second time, not to bear sin, but to bring salvation to those who are
waiting for him.

Continue to serve God as you await the Second Coming 1 Peter 4:7-8 - The end of all things is near.
Therefore be clear minded and self-controlled so that you can pray. Above all, love each other deeply,
because love covers over a multitude of sins.



Patiently await Christ’s return 2 Peter 3:8-13 - But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the
Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day. The Lord is not slow in keeping
his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but
everyone to come to repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The heavens will
disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire, and the earth and everything in it will be
laid bare. Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be? You
ought to live holy and godly lives as you look forward to the day of God and speed its coming. The Old
Way Will Be Done Away With That day will bring about the destruction of the heavens by fire, and the
elements will melt in the heat. The New Way Will Be Created But in keeping with his promise we are
looking forward to a new heaven and a new earth, the home of righteousness. So then, dear friends,
since you are looking forward to this, make every effort to be found spotless, blameless and at peace
with him. Bear in mind that our Lord’s patience means salvation, just as our dear brother Paul also wrote
you with the wisdom that God gave him. He writes the same way in all his letters, speaking in them of
these matters. His letters contain some things that are hard to understand, which ignorant and unstable
people distort, as they do the other Scriptures, to their own destruction. Therefore, dear friends, since
you already know this, be on your guard so that you may not be carried away by the error of lawless
men and fall from your secure position. But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now and forever! Amen.

Justice Will Reign Revelation 19:11-21 & 20:1-3 - | saw heaven standing open and there before me was a
white horse, whose rider is called Faithful and True. With justice he judges and makes war. His eyes are
like blazing fire, and on his head are many crowns. He has a name written on him that no one knows but
he himself. He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is the Word of God. The armies of
heaven were following him, riding on white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. Out of his
mouth comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations. “He will rule them with an iron
scepter.” He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty. On his robe and on his thigh
he has this name written: KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS. And | saw an angel standing in the sun, who
cried in a loud voice to all the birds flying in midair, “Come, gather together for the great supper of God,
so that you may eat the flesh of kings, generals, and mighty men, of horses and their riders, and the
flesh of all people, free and slave, small and great.” Then | saw the beast and the kings of the earth and
their armies gathered together to make war against the rider on the horse and his army. But the beast
was captured, and with him the false prophet who had performed the miraculous signs on his behalf.
With these signs he had deluded those who had received the mark of the beast and worshiped his
image. The two of them were thrown alive into the fiery lake of burning sulfur. The rest of them were
killed with the sword that came out of the mouth of the rider on the horse, and all the birds gorged
themselves on their flesh . . . And | saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the
Abyss and holding in his hand a great chain. He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil,
or Satan, and bound him for a thousand years. He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it
over him, to keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended. After
that, he must be set free for a short time.



Jesus is coming soon Revelation 22:6-7 & 20-21 - The angel said to me, “These words are trustworthy
and true. The Lord, the God of the spirits of the prophets, sent his angel to show his servants the things
that must soon take place.” “Behold, | am coming soon! Blessed is he who keeps the words of the
prophecy in this book.” . .. He who testifies to these things says, “Yes, | am coming soon.” Amen. Come,
Lord Jesus. The grace of the Lord Jesus be with God’s people. Amen.
